Teaching Strategies and Resources:

Teaching Strategies:

 ~ Individual and small group activities, lab times, quizzes, cultural research and reports, journal keeping, class presentations and interviews. Students will be expected to not use their voice during these times to maximize their language learning.

 ~ Deaf adults will be involved on a regular basis to allow students practice and insight into real life situations and DEAF CULTURE. Students will be expected to communicate directly with Deaf persons and to demonstrate and understanding of and respect for Deaf culture. 

Active Participation involves:

 ~ maintaining eye contact as the teacher demonstrates new signs and structures

 ~ watching whenever someone else is signing

 ~ responding to teacher questions in ASL

 ~ actively practicing with partners/groups, using signs and NO VOICE
